1. Henry Ford - Carmaker whose innovations revolutionized production, wages, working conditions, and daily life

2. Mass production – the rapid manufacture of large numbers of identical products

3. Model T – a reliable, mass produced automobile that the average person could afford

4. Installment buying – consumers would make a small down payment then pay off the rest of the debt in regular monthly payments

5. Buying on margin – very dangerous (and now illegal) technique of buying stock on credit for as little as 10% down. 

6. Creditor nation – Nation that lends money to other nations

7. Andrew Mellon – Pro-business secretary of the Treasury that believed prudent economic policy meant supporting legislation that advanced business interests.
 
8. Herbert Hoover – Secretary of Commerce under Warren Harding, later 31st President
 
9. Teapot Dome Scandal – Scandal in which Secretary of the Interior Albert Falls allowed companies to drill for oil on public land in exchange for bribes.

10. Calvin Coolidge – Pro-Business President who said “The chief business of the American people is business”

11. Kellogg-Briand Pact – post WWI attempt by 62 nations to make war illegal.  

12. Warren G. Harding – 1920 Republican candidate (and eventual winner) who campaigned with the slogan “Return to Normalcy”

13. Fundamentalism – Emphasized Protestant teachings and believed that every word in the Bible was a literal truth

14. Scopes Trial – highly publicized trial challenging laws that outlawed the teaching of Charles Darwin in school (Darwinism vs. Fundamentalism)

15. Clarence Darrow – Defense attorney in the Scopes Trial

16. Quota system – Created in response to the Red Scare, established limitations on immigration from certain countries.

17. Ku Klux Klan – terror group whose goal was to intimidate African Americans, Catholics, Jews, and other immigrants

18. Volstead Act – Law that gave the government the power to enforce the 18th Amendment.

19. Bootlegger – person who illegally manufactured, transported or sold alcohol

20. Red Scare – an intense, nationwide fear of communism and radicals. 

21. Palmer Raids – series of raids across the country rounding up suspected radicals.  Some arrestees were deported without trials.  

22. Bartolomeo Vanzetti and Nicola Sacco – Italian immigrants and known anarchists who were arrested and executed for murder.  Because of their beliefs, they didn’t receive a fair trial.  

23. William Jennings Bryan – Prosecutor in the Scopes trial

24. Eugenics – Social Darwinist belief that many positive social traits were genetic, and more prevalent in some races than others.  

25. Charlie Chaplin – popular silent film star

26. Charles Lindbergh – achieved the first solo transatlantic flight

27. “lost Generation” – group of artists who were disillusioned with American life

28. F. Scott Fitzgerald – American author who explored the American dreams of success, wealth and emotional fulfillment.  Author of The Great Gatsby. 

29. Ernest Hemingway – American author and member of the Lost Generation.  Author of A Farewell to Arms.

30. Marcus Garvey – African American Leader who taught ethnic and cultural pride.  Was a segregationist and founded the Back to Africa Movement. 

31. Louis Armstrong – jazz trumpet player from New Orleans

32. Harlem Renaissance – Cultural explosion in the African American community centered around Harlem New York

33. Langston Hughes – Member of the Harlem Renaissance, the most famous African American poet and author of his time

34. Zora Neale Hurston – Most famous female member of the Harlem Renaissance, author of Their Eyes Were Watching God.
